\EDICAL CENTERS

With 1,500 patients, the ARC Ohio Medical
Centers in Columbus and Dayton are increasingly
serving as an access point for patient-centered
medical care for those living with HIV/AIDS and
those looking for preventive treatments. With an
increase of 61% in patient enrollment during the
last year the medical centers’ patient outcomes
demonstrated successes through a comparison
against quality of care benchmarks for HIV
tfreatment as illustrated in the sidebar.

ARC Ohio’s integrated care model allows for an
interdisciplinary approach to care and treatment
that keeps our patients healthy and alive and is
meeting or surpassing these key national indicators.
Patients are able to access the following services at
each of our Columbus and Dayton locations:

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During the fall of 2014, ARC Ohio infroduced Pre-Exposure Prophylaxis (PreP)
and non-occupational Post-ExposureProphylaxis (PEP) services through our
medical centers in Columbus and Dayton.

PI"EP is a once-daily pill faken to reduce the likelihood of

contracting HIV. Studies demonstrate that it can be 92-100% PrEP Patients*
effective at preventing HIV when taken daily as prescribed.

PrEP is the first major bio-medical breakthrough in HIV 1 1 5
prevention in 30 years and is a critical step in reducing rates of
new infections. PrEP has gained support from the U.S. Centers for

Disease Control (CDC), the World Health Organization (WHO) and leading
HIV/AIDS service organizations nationwide. Insurance providers, including
Medicaid, cover the cost of PrEP—and assistance is available for those who
need it fo help eliminate barriers to care.

PEP is an emergency prevention medication regimen
for HIV-negative individuals who may have been exposed to HIV.
To be effective, PEP must begin within 72 hours of exposure.

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My PrEP Experience

Brenden Wynn

I have been an advocate for HIV/AIDS
awareness and prevention for as long as | can
remember. In high school | proudly wore a red
ribbon over my heart despite looks of confusion
or judgment from peers and teachers. In my
junior year, | was gifted the book “Traveling Light”
by Dayton author Katrina Kittle. The story focuses
on a man deteriorating from complications

due to AIDS, his family, and his HIV negative
partner. Almost twenty years later, it is sfill the
most powerful love story between two men |
have everread. | vowed fo myself then, in my
formative teenage years, that | would never
deny another person my love or partnership
solely based on HIV status.

Over the years | have found myself in
serodiscordant relationships (dafing an
HIV-positive person while remaining negative)
which came with their own set of struggles, both
internally and socially. Inside the relationship
there are struggles with risk, prevention,
medication, finances related to medical
care, resentment of the virus, resources, and
so on. Socially there are struggles with stigma,
confusion, judgments, and more. All struggles
aside, | have found great value in having had
these relationships, and am thankful ARC Ohio
was there for support.

When ARC Ohio announced its infroduction of
PrEP | was eager to learn more. | scheduled an
appointment at the ARC Ohio Medical Center,
tested negative, passed the other requirements
for PrEP, and was given a prescription.
Unfortunately, having a high deductible
insurance plan, the cost of PrEP wasn't
something | could easily manage. Disappointed,
| declined to move forward.

Unbeknownst to me, Pharmacist Dr. Matt Insley
was working behind the scenes to find a way
for me to get on PreP. I received a call from
Matt about a month after my initial visit letting
me know | could receive assistance through a
patient assistance program. | simply completed
the paperwork and was handed my medication
that day. It was one of the easiest things I've
done and | couldn’t be more thankful for that
experience. Frankly, I'm not entirely convinced

| would have had the same experience at any
other pharmacy.

| have been on PreP for about six months now,
with no noficeable side effects or complications.
| feel it is everyone's responsibility o be
educated, know their risk factors, know their
status, use the community resources available,
and use the prevention efforts best suited for the
health of themselves and their partners. | have
chosen, in part, to accomplish this with PrEP. | am
grateful we have the ARC Ohio Medical Center
and Pharmacy to help.
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As part of our continuing focus -
on improving the health of
communities across the state,

ARC Ohio has begun exploring

the implementation of a harm
reduction strategy. We believe a
successful strategy seeks to reduce
the negative consequences
associated with drug use,

reduce the overall level of drug
consumption and help prevent new HIV and other blood-
borne infections. In 2015, the Ohio AIDS Codlition, the public
policy, education and advocacy division of ARC Ohio,
hosted the Ohio Harm Reduction Summit. Attended by
public health officials, community providers, activists and law
enforcement officers from across Ohio, the summit provided
an opportunity to highlight the epidemic of injection drug
use in Ohio, the impact of the epidemic on public health
and current successes around harm reduction strategies.
